(Below is an excerpt from an email sent out to leaders in District D (DDNA) from a victim of mail theft.)


I live in Roylene Acres, close to Fairview. A couple of years ago our neighborhood went through a real string of mail being stolen, pulled from the boxes and thrown on the ground, etc. I had a check payment to my credit card stolen. We contacted to Postal Service, police, etc. The response was very minimal. The Postal Service told us that the person(s) that were stealing had to be caught red-handed and to not expect too much if they were caught. Myself and others became so frustrated by the thievery, the inability of the police or post office to help us, and fear of our identity being compromised, that we bought locking mailboxes and never leave mail for the mail service to pick up. We have to drive to a mailbox or watch for, and hand the mail carrier our mail if we happened to be home.




	RPD has recommended that you contact the Raleigh Police Department and US Postal Service. They highly encourage any victim of mail theft to also call RPD in addition to the US Postal Inspectors (especially when credit card or check information has been compromised).  Sometimes, after an investigation, RPD can make State charges if the fraud suspects are local.  The Postal Inspectors usually will not pursue Federal charges
unless there is a huge financial loss involved.
